The next time you are driving down the highway and you see a tractor 

and trailer with yellow banners, flags, amber lights and the trailer is 

transporting a backhoe, silo, transformer, mobile home, sea container 

or any other unusual commodity, think of the Oversize/Overweight 

Permit Office of the South Carolina Department of Transportation.    
 

2007 CPM Graduate, Mechelle Mabry with a staff of 5, manage the 

daily issuance of approximately 60,000 route specific permits yearly 

throughout the 46 counties in South Carolina.  Routing these permits 

over the many US, SC, secondary and Interstate routes ensure bridges 

and other overhead structures are not hit by commodities being 

transported greater than 13ô6ò high.  This also ensures that bridge and 

railroad structures can accommodate the weight of loads greater than 

80,000 lbs. 
 

In September 2009, Mechelle and her supervisor, Susan Johnson (a 

2004 CPM graduate), assisted with moving the largest load ever moved 

in the history of South Carolina.  The overall dimensions of this load 

weighed in at 1.89 million pounds, (on 576 tires), 309 feet long (a 

football field), 22 feet high and 25 feet wide (greater than some road 

widths).

In January, 2011, WIS-TV reported that South Carolina ranked number 2 nationwide 

for food hardship.   

 

In March, 2011, an article in the State Newspaper on Harvest Hope Food Bank  

reported that between 2008 and last year, their agency saw a 91 percent increase in 

services to families in the 20 counties that is serviced by Harvest Hope.    The article 

went on to say that Harvest Hope was facing a $2 million dollar shortfall that  

threatened its ability to feed the hungry.   

 

In July of 2011, SCSCPM launched its 3rd Annual Harvest Hope Food/Fund drive.  Partnering with 

SCSGIN, the campaign was titled ñNetworking to Fight Hunger in SCò.    

 

19 State agencies participate and 87 collection boxes were dispersed by Harvest Hope at 43 locations 

statewide.  Donations made by fellow state employees generated 7,557 pounds of food and $2,529 in 

monetary donations.   

 

Itôs easier than ever to donate money and food throughout the year by shopping on Harvest Hopeôs vir-

tual website at www.harvesthope.org.  Out of every dollar, 98 cents of every dollar goes to feeding 

hungry families.
